This resonates with Neesima'’s idea expressed in his speech on
the 10th anniversary of the founding of the university that “each and every person is precious.” With
this founding spirit and history in mind, we will continue to promote diversity by taking the following
initiatives to nurture individuals with the ability to create new ideas based on their differences, while
understanding, living with, and coexisting with others who have different values and circumstances.

We, Doshisha International Academy Elementary School, establish this policy to promote a
school collaborative framework to ensure that all students, even those with physical, mental,
developmental, and other disabilities receive the support and opportunities they require.
Additionally, we promote respectful coexistence among students by fostering an appreciation
for a variety of identities and personalities.
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“Inclusion is the learner profile in action, an outcome of dynamic learning communities.” to help
individual children become lifelong learners by harnessing their unique personalities and
abilities through inquiry. Our goal is to empower children of diverse backgrounds and
personalities who feel safe to explore, engage in problem solving, and contribute to making the
world a better place for all people. To achieve this goal, we will provide a place for children to
learn safely where they can demonstrate their strengths and support their individual needs.
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Special Needs Education at DIAES

DIA Elementary School believes that answering to special education needs (SEN) of students
within our school is an important part of teaching and learning.
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Definition

RE#H

The term Special Educational Needs (SEN) is used by the school in relation to significant learning
difficulties experienced by students relative to students of the same age.

The school does not regard children who need language support as having learning difficulty.
Support systems in place for Japanese Language and English Language are described in the DIA
Elementary School Language Policy document.

Special needs education instruction at DIAES for students with disabilities takes into account
their unique educational needs and attempts to fully develop their capacities, independence,
and social participation.

In addition, various efforts are made in regular classes, such as instruction in small groups,
team-teaching, instruction according to different achievement levels and the use of support
assistants. Technology integration provides differentiation within the classroom and
homework. The school will review the tools, processes and apps to increase accessibility. Every
student at DIAES has access to an iPad, grade one students are provided with school iPads to
use at school. Grade two to six students have their own iPads which they can use at school and
at home.



At DIAES, we want every one of our students to be in an environment that is most favorable to
their academic success. The children's education, focus, and safety come first in the
classroom. The homeroom teacher must provide each student in the class with equal
attention. A shadow teacher is required for the well-being of the children since high support
students consume an excessive amount of the teacher's time. For this reason, a shadow
teacher or an alternate form of support (such as a parent in the classroom) is required within
the assigned window of time. Failure to acquire such support will result in the recommendation
of the student to a school that is better suited to fit their educational needs.

DIAES established a student care committee to provide all students with the necessary and
appropriate support. It provides counseling and advice to students on a variety of issues. It also
makes recommendations for improving the diverse environment and facilities/equipment and
conducts educational and training activities to promote understanding of the concept of
diversity.
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About Admission
AFIZHOWT

Students found with mild special education needs during the admission process may be
admitted on the basis that any differentiation or accommodation required to support the
student falls within the professional capabilities of the teaching staff at the school. The school
cannot consider applications of students with severe learning difficulties in need of special
accommodations.

It is imperative that parents of students admitted with mild special education needs understand
the importance of family and home support for, and contributions towards, their child’s
educational needs. The school expects parents to be involved with supporting their child’s needs
and also expects full parent support of, and cooperation with, teachers.
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About SEN (Special Educational Needs) Specialist
SEN(HRIX &) BB I >\ T

At DIA Elementary School the SEN specialist duties are included within the student care
committee and counselor’s responsibilities.

According to the publication "Towards a continuum of international education 2008," which
suggests the role of SEN instructors in IB World Schools, the school counselor maintains
comprehensive records for all children with special education needs to keep track of their
development. It includes:

a. A history that includes information on the background, experiences, and family circumstances.
b. Copies of past assessments

c. Reports from an outside professional, such as a speech therapist, occupational therapist, or
remedial instructor

d. Minutes of meetings with family, student, staff and other professionals

e. To date, specific interventions and tactics have been used to support learning professionals
outside of the classroom.

f. Record of classroom observations



g. Record of individual counselling sessions with the student

The supporting paperwork is used to prove the need for accommodation when arguing before
the relevant bodies and when speaking with outside specialists who might need school input
and observation to monitor the growth of the person.

DIA Elementary School believes that answering to special education needs (SEN) of students within
our school is an important part of teaching and learning.
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Procedures
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Should teachers have concerns about the educational progress or behavior of any student
already enrolled at DIA ES, the head of the student care committee will be notified. If the student
care committee decides that support is necessary, he or she will set up a support team including
the school counselor and classroom support teachers to support the SEN student.

The support will be reviewed periodically. The support will continue until the student care
committee judges that it is no longer necessary for the student.
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Students in need of external support

In addition to the support above, the school may, upon consultation with the school counselor,
refer the family to an educational psychologist for testing and/or further professional
assessment.

If the support of an external educational specialist is deemed necessary, and such external
support can be accommodated by the school, the school will work with the family in attempting
to facilitate such support.

If it is determined by the school that the special needs support required is beyond the
accommodating capacity of the school, the family may be asked to find a school better able to
meet the student’s needs.

The student care committee reviews this policy every two and revises as necessary. When the
committee revises it, its members propose the revision in a faculty meeting and the revised
policy is finally published with the consent of the Head of school. This policy will be shared with
students and parents.
